Tier 1: Qutstanding National Resource Waters
Highest quality waters, such as those in
national parks and wildlife refuges.

Tier 2: Category One Waters
Waters with exeoptional ecological,
recreational, or supply significance
protected from quality changes.
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Tier 3: Category Two Waters
The general disssification for all other
surface waters not in the top two here.
